The provider is
Roseheath Surgery Ltd who is registered with CQC to
deliver the Regulated Activities; diagnostic and screening
procedures, maternity and midwifery services, surgical
procedures and treatment of disease, disorder or injury.
Roseheath Surgery Ltd is an independent practice which
works collaboratively with other practices within the
Maassarani Group of General Practices.

Roseheath Surgery Ltd is situated within the NHS
Knowsley Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) and
provides services to approximately 2,545 patients under
the terms of a general medical services (GMS) contract.
Thisis a contract between general practices and NHS
England for delivering services to the local community.

At the practice there are two part-time GPs, one part-time
locum GP, a part-time advanced nurse practitioner, a
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part-time practice nurse, a part-time locum practice
nurse, a part-time health care assistant and a part-time
pharmacist. The practice is supported by reception and
administrative staff and a practice manager. The service is
also supported by operations, communications and
quality assurance managers from the Maassarani Group
of General Practices.

The National General Practice Profile states that 95% of
the practice population is from a white background.
Information published by Public Health England, rates
the level of deprivation within the practice population
group as two, on a scale of one to ten. Level one
represents the highest levels of deprivation and level ten
the lowest.
