Overall summary

Honey Lane provides accommodation for up to 41 people who have needs associated with dementia. It
does not provide nursing care. At the time of this inspection there were 35 people accommodated at Honey
Lane.

We found the following examples of good practice.

Avisiting pod had been developed to enable safe, socially distanced visiting with plastic screens in the
garden.

The service has a robust admissions procedure in place in line with current guidance.

Staff followed shielding and social distancing rules and encouraged people to maintain social distancing
where able to.

Risks to people and staff had been assessed and appropriate measures taken to reduce risks. People had
their temperature and oxygen saturation levels monitored regularly so relevant support and treatment

could be provided promptly.

Regular cleaning schedules had been developed and were followed by a team of housekeeping staff and
care staff.

Infection prevention and control audit checks were in place and where actions were identified, they were
addressed in a timely manner.
